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The Nicene Creed-A Brief History

The Nicene Creed is a
statement of Christian faith
that was first created by the
First Council of Nicaea in the
year 325 AD. The Council
was formed by the Emperor
Constantine. The purpose of
the Council’s creation of the
creed was to help the early
Christian church stay to-
gether. Christian scholars
were proposing many differ-
ent beliefs, causing rifts to
form amongst early Chris-
tians. Constantine, the first
Christian Roman emperor
wanted to unify the church.
The creed has undergone
revisions since its creation,
most notably with the Coun-
cil of Constantinople in 381
AD and with the Council of
Chalcedon in 451 AD.

Of the three major creeds
of Christian belief, the Nicene
Creed was the second one
written. The shorter Apostles
Creed was wrote before the
year 150 AD. It was used in
association with baptisms. It
is sometimes called the Bap-
tismal Creed. It is also com-
monly used as part of a daily
devotional. The longer Atha-
nasian Creed was written in
France around the year 500
AD. It is more than twice the
length of the Nicene Creed.

‘We believe in one God,

the Father, the Almighty,
maker of heaven and earth,
of all that is, seen and unseen.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ,
the only Son of God,
eternally begotten of the Father,
God from God, Light from Light,
true God from true God,
begotten, not made,
of one Being with the Father.
Through him all things were made.
For us and for our salvation
he came down from heaven:
by the power of the Holy Spirit
he became incarnate from the Virgin Mary,
and was made man.
For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate;
he suffered death and was buried.
On the third day he rose again
in accordance with the Scriptures;
he ascended into heaven
and is seated at the right hand of the Father.
He will come again in glory to judge the living and
the dead,
and his kingdom will have no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver
of life,
Who proceeds from the Father and the Son.
‘With the Father and the Son he is worshiped and
glorified.
He has spoken through the Prophets.

We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic
Church.
We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of
sins.
We (ook for the resurrection of the dead,
and the life of the world to come. Amen.

This column has always
been used to report on all of
the new LCMC congrega-
tions. The space to list all
new congregations has never
been a problem, until now.
The February edition of The
Sound listed ten new congre-
gations that joined the LCMC
in January, 2010. That fact
needs to be corrected. The
total of congregations which
became members of LCMC in
January, 2010 is fifty-one.

With another fifteen con-
gregations being added in
February 2010, this makes a
grand total of three-hundred
fifty-six LCMC congregations
(so far). This breaks down as
a total of 308 in the United
States, 4 in Belarus, 8 in
Cambodia, 6 in Canada, 1 in
Guam, 3 in Mexico, 12 in
Nicaragua, 1 in Russia, and
13 in Viet Nam.

This rapid growth began in

August 2009. In the last six
months, one hundred thirty-
five congregations have
joined the LCMC. This
represents a growth rate of
61% since  August 20009.
With growth such as this, it
would not be unexpected to
see 600 LCMC congregations
by the end of 2010.

The Cost of Growth

The treasurer of LCMC,
Kirk Dean, reports the recent
rapid growth of the LCMC
has put a strain on the budg-
eted funds. It is the first time
expenses have exceeded in-
come.

Travel has been the main
reason for the increase of
expenses. During the last few

months, the LCMC has aver-
aged one hundred requests a
month for informational
meetings. The LCMC has also
hired two part-time employ-
ees to help with the new
growth. The cost of the 2009
Annual Gathering was also
higher than expected. Other
increased cost have come
from more paperwork, more

phone calls, increased distri-
bution of brochures, etc.

Dean anticipates this
trend will soon reverse itself,
as the number of new congre-
gations begin to make their
financial presence known.
The new growth has also
caused the 2010 budget to be
increased by 23 percent.
